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Constitution and Bylaws 
Three Rivers Athletic Boosters, Inc. 
A non-Profit Corporation in the State of Ohio

Article I – Name

The corporation shall do business as the Three Rivers Athletic Boosters (“Boosters”).

Article II – Mission Statement and Objectives
The Mission of the Boosters is to provide supplemental private funding for the Three

Rivers School District (the ..District) so that it can maintain a quality education for the children of the District, and more specifically, but not exclusively, to provide funds for extracurricular activities for the children in the District. In addition, the Boosters will work to bring a better understanding and closer relationship between the District and the community while supporting the functions and policies of the District's administration, teachers and coaches.

The objectives of the Three Rivers Athletic Boosters shall be:

1. To promote athletics which provide training in sportsmanship, development of skills, critical thinking, and the spirit of friendly competition in the Three Rivers School District – Specifically Taylor High School and the Three Rivers Middle School. 
2. To bring about a thorough understanding and a closer relationship between the schools and the community and such other purposes as may serve the general welfare of the Three Rivers School District.

3. To assist in all athletic activities without attempting to direct the function or policies of the school administration, its teachers, the athletic department or its coaches.

4. To actively seek sportsmanship on the part of spectators as well as players

5. To offer financial assistance to the Athletic Department, subject to approval by the Athletic Director.

6. To work in conjunction with other Three Rivers support organizations, to bring about harmony within the Three Rivers School District, as requested or needed.

Article III – Membership, Dues and Voting Rights

Membership in the Three Rivers Athletic Boosters may be obtained as follows:

Membership in the Three Rivers Athletic Boosters is open to any person eighteen years of age or older interested in the objectives of the group.
Section 1.

1. Active members are those persons who shall attend at least four (4) meetings of the corporation per year and be registered with the Recording Secretary as an active member. Inactive members are members who are registered with the Recording Secretary, but do not meet participation standards.
2. Each active member in good standing shall be entitled to one vote on all matters brought before the Boosters for consideration (including the election of officers).
3. Annual family membership contribution levels shall be established by the Executive Board and cover the time period from August 1 – July 31 of each school year. Membership contributions can be received at any time throughout the year. Individuals who have not yet made an annual membership contribution shall not be considered a member in good standing and shall not be eligible to vote on matters brought before the Boosters.

4. The privilege of holding office, introductions of motions, debating and voting shall be limited to members of the Three Rivers Athletic Boosters, who are in good standing.

Article IV – Officers, Nominations, and Elections

Elected Officers of the Three Rivers Athletic Boosters shall be:

1. President 
2. Vice President – High School

3. 2nd Vice President – Middle School 
4. Secretary 

5. Treasurer
Section 1:
Nominations will take place as follows:

Nominations for office shall take place at the April Monthly meeting. The candidate nominated must be present to accept the nomination or proxy in advance his/her acceptance of the nomination to the Three Rivers Boosters Secretary. Only a member in good standing, who has consented to serve, if elected, shall be eligible for nomination. Said person can only be listed for the particular office for which they have agreed.

Section 2. - Elections will take place as follows:

The officers shall be elected by secret ballot vote at the May general membership meeting. If only one candidate has been nominated for an office, ballot may be voice vote. All Officers of the corporation shall be elected by a majority vote of the active members in attendance. Officers shall hold office for one year or until his or her earlier resignation or removal from office or death.

Absentee ballots must be requested in writing within 14 days prior to the election.

Officers shall assume their official duties at the monthly meeting in June.

Section 3. - Vacancies

A vacancy in any elected position, shall be filled for the unexpired term by a member elected by a majority vote of the remaining members of the executive board.
Section 4  - Removal
Any officer may be removed from office by a majority vote of the whole authorized number of Executive Board.
Article V – Duties of Elected Officers
President
1. The President shall be the Chief Executive Officer of the corporation.
2. The President is to provide leadership, have a clear vision of the purpose and intent of the organization and lead the organization and its members forward in pursuit of that vision.
3. The President shall preside at all meetings of the boosters and the executive board.

4. The President shall perform such other duties as may be prescribed in these bylaws or assigned to him/her by the boosters or by the executive board.
5. The President is not entitled to a vote except in the event of a tie.
6. The President shall be a member ex officio of all committees.
7. The President shall coordinate the work of the officers and committees of the boosters in order that the objectives may be promoted.
8. The President shall be responsible for updates and corrections to the Bylaws with the assistance of the bylaws committee.
1st Vice President – Taylor High School
1. The 1st Vice President shall be elected to a 1-year term.
2. The 1st Vice President shall act as an aide to the president and shall perform the duties of the president in the absence or inability of that officer to serve.

3. The 1st Vice President shall be responsible for interaction and representation for all high school athletic programs.

4. The 1st Vice President shall act as a liaison to the individual that will be responsible for the updates and maintenance of the “Three Rivers Athletic Boosters” website.
5. Shall be a member of the membership committee recruiting members from the high school.
2nd Vice President – Three Rivers Middle School 
1. The 2nd Vice President shall act as an aide to the president.

2. The 2nd Vice President shall preside at all functions in the absence of the president and 1st vice president. The 2nd Vice President shall be responsible for interaction and representation of all Three Rivers Middle School athletic programs.
3. Shall be a member of the membership committee recruiting members from the middle school.
Treasurer
1. The Treasurer shall be bonded and shall receive all monies of the Three Rivers Athletic Boosters and shall maintain accurate records of all monies, receipts and expenditures;

2. The Treasurer shall pay out funds as approved by the executive board or authorized by the membership;

3. The Treasurer shall present a financial statement at every meeting and at other times when requested by the executive board; shall establish a checking account for the Three Rivers Athletic Boosters.

4. The Treasurer shall submit all accounts and reports to the Audit Committee by October 31.
5. The Treasurer shall upon expiration of the term of office, resignation, or dismissal, the Treasurer shall within two (2) days on the written order of the President, pay to the successor, all monies, securities, evidence of indebtedness, books, receipts, records, and all other Three Rivers Athletic Boosters property whatsoever in his/her possession or under his/her control. In case of death of the Treasurer, the successor shall be authorized to pay to and receive from the executor and administrator of the estate, all monies, securities, evidence of indebtedness, books, receipts, records, and all other Three Rivers Athletic Boosters property in the possession of or under the control of the Treasurer at the time of death.

Secretary

1. The Secretary shall maintain and record the minutes of all general, special, and executive board meetings, act as historian and maintain pertinent articles, pictures, and mementos.

2. The Secretary shall answer all correspondence and mail notices of “cheer”, “get well”, etc., as directed by the President or general membership.

3. The Secretary shall post all meeting reminders on the web site and maintain an e-mail listing of all current Booster members.
4. The Secretary shall keep a record of the name, e-mail address and phone number of each member; which shall be furnished to the Secretary by each member, and, in general, perform all duties assigned by the President.
Article VI – Executive Board 
Section 1. The executive board shall consist of:

1. President 
2. 1st Vice President – Taylor High School

3. 2nd Vice President – Three Rivers middle School

4. Treasurer 
5. Secretary 
6. District Athletic Director

Section 2. The duties of the executive board shall be:

1. To transact the necessary business in the intervals between boosters meetings and such other business as may be referred to it by the boosters.

2. To approve the plans of the standing committees.

3. To present a report at the regular meetings of the general membership.

4. To inform the President or Secretary when unable to attend an executive board or general membership meeting.

5. To approve routine bills within the limits of the budget.

6. To approve those items not included in the budget, with the exception of renewable expenses under $300.00, which may be approved by the

7. President; amounts in excess of $2,000.00 must be approved by the general membership.

8. Will provide content for the “Three Rivers Athletic Boosters” website.

9. To fill vacancies in elected positions.

Article VII – Special and Standing Committees

Section 1.
1. Special committees may be appointed by the President with the approval of the executive board for a term not to exceed one year. 

2. Standing committees shall be created by the executive board as required to promote the objectives and carry out the work of the boosters. The executive board of the boosters shall select the chairpersons of the standing committees. In order to serve on any committee, said person must be a dues-paid member of the boosters.

Section 2.

1. The Budget Committee shall consist of the Treasurer, President, the 1st Vice President and one member at large.

2. The Audit Committee shall consist of two (2) executive board members (not the Treasurer) and two (2) general membership members. The committee should conduct a review of the Booster books and records and have a report prepared by the December meeting.
3. The Membership Committee shall consist of the membership chairperson, the first and second vice presidents.
Section 3.

1. The Budget Committee shall present the proposed budget to the executive board prior to the annual meeting of the fiscal year for approval.

2. The Budget Committee shall present the proposed budget to the general membership at the August meeting for approval.

Article VIII – Meetings and Quorums
Section 1. The general membership meetings shall be held on the first Monday of the Month. If the first Monday falls on a Holiday the meeting shall be held on the following Tuesday. 
Section 2. The Recording Secretary shall call special meetings of the membership upon the request of the President, or at least 50°'o of the voting members. Such requests shall specify the purpose of purposes of the meeting. Special meetings shall consider only the purpose or purposes for which the meeting is called.

Section 3. Notice of any special meeting of members shall be initiated by the recording secretary and shall be electronically mailed to each member not less than ten days before the meeting. Such notice shall state the date, time, place, and the purpose or purposes of the meeting.

Section 1.

Article IX – Amendments

1. These bylaws may be amended at any regular meeting of the boosters by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the executive board. The requirements for adoption of a revised set of bylaws shall be the same as in the case of an amendment.

2. A committee may be appointed to submit a revised set of bylaws as a substitute for the existing bylaws only by a majority vote at a meeting of the boosters, or by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the executive board. The requirements for adoption of a revised set of bylaws shall be the same as in the case of an amendment.

3. A committee shall be appointed at least every 3 years to review the bylaws.

Article X – Bylaws Distribution

Copies of the bylaws are to be available at all general meetings and in the office of the Athletic Director at Taylor High School as well as on the “Three Rivers Athletic Boosters” website.

Article XI – Fiscal Year

The fiscal year of the boosters shall be from August 1, through July 31.

Article XII – Parliamentary Authority

The rules contained in the current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order Newly Revised shall govern the boosters in all cases in which they are applicable and in which they are not in conflict with these bylaws.
ARTICLE XIII - INDEMNIFICATION
The corporation shall and does hereby agree to i indemnify any current or fanner director, officer, or any person who is serving or has served at its request as a director or officer, whether non profit or for profit, to the full extent permitted by the provisions of Ohio Revised Code Sections 1702.12 (E) (1) -(5), which provisions. in their entirety, are incorporated in this regulation, if the same were fully rewritten in this regulation. In addition, the indemnification provided by this regulation shall not be deemed exclusive of any other rights to which those seeking indemnification may be entitled under the articles or the regulations of this corporation, or any agreement, vote of members, or disinterested directors, or otherwise, both as to action in his official capacity and as to action in another capacity while holding such office, and shall continue as to a person who has ceased to be a director, officer, or agent, and shall inure to the benefit of the heirs, executors and administrations of such person, and the corporation may purchase and maintain insurance on behalf of any person who is, or was. a director, officer, or agent of the corporation.
ARTICLE XIV  EXEMPT ACTIVITIES
These By-Laws and any powers or authorizations contained herein shall be subject to the restrictions and prohibitions contained in the Articles of incorporation of the Corporation, and, notwithstanding any other provisions of these By-Laws , member, Officer, or representative of the corporation shall take any action or carry on any activity by or on behalf of the corporation not permitted to be taken or carried on by organization exempt under Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, as amended, or by an organization contributions to which are deductible under Section 170 (c) (2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, as amended.
ARTICLE XV - DISSOLUTION
This corporation may be dissolved by the affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of all voting members of the corporation.
ARTICLE XVI - AMENDMENTS
These By-Laws may be altered, amended, or repealed or new By-Laws may be adopted by the affirmative vote of two-thirds (213) of all voting members at any meeting of the members.  All proposed amendments must be submitted in writing to the Executive Board at least two (2) months prior to the meeting at which they are to be voted upon.

ARTICLE XVII – SCHOLARSHIPS

The Boosters shall award up to four scholarships annually to graduating Taylor High School Seniors who are continuing their education at an accredited college or university. The pre-requisite for scholarship eligibility shall be that the senior’s family be members of the Boosters. The Executive Board may elect not to award scholarships based on the financial standing of the organization.
